Who's doing what?

1. Timing and Sound Signals
2. Flags and Recording sail numbers
3. Checking Start Line and sail numbers of any 'over the line'

Course Setting

Aim to make the Windward Mark rounding to PORT - this avoids jams at the first rounding and makes for a fairer race.
The Coxswains will move marks if needed. 
Include Line in the course so you can time the handicap fleet at the finish. 
Set number of laps for a min 45-minute race for the fastest dinghies.

Starting Line

Location - About (rd of the way up the first beat.
Determine location of the PORT end of the start line and put out the OUTER LIMIT MARK from the Committee Boat. Determine where to position the Committee Boat to form the STARBOARD end of the Start Line. Length - at least 30 metres.
At right angles to the wind - not necessarily to the windward mark
Drop anchor about 5 boat lengths upwind from target position.
Pay out anchor rope until target position is achieved. 
Review line position using burgee.

· If too starboard biased (fleet will bunch at Committee Boat end) - Pay out anchor rope to drift back.

· If too port biased (difficult for fleet to cross start line on starboard) - Pull in anchor rope to move upwind.

Finishing

Don't finish the later starting fleets too early - everyone should race for at least 45 minutes. Hoist BF (ready to finish).
If shortening course, hoist S as leading dinghy is on the last leg.
In a Fleet race, record times/laps for the Handicap fleet.

The Fleet Race starts at 12.00, the Pursuit race at 14.00 and the Handicap race at 16.00
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
