Nationals - Trophy races postponed or abandoned to a following day will be sailed at a
convenient time after the scheduled trophy races upon that day. There will be seven Trophy
races, the best five to count for the National Championship. If less than five of the Nationals
races are completed, all races will count.

Open meeting — There will be three open meeting races with two to count. If less than three
races are sailed then all races will count.

(Race 7 is the last race of the Nationals and also the 1* race of the Open on Sat 13th August
2010. For the avoidance of doubt, races 2 and 3 of the open meeting on Saturday 13" of
August do not form part of the National Championships for scoring purposes).

Will be in accordance with the Racing Rules of Sailing (Appendix A) using the low point
system, with the following alteration: First place shall be awarded three quarters of a point.
Ties will be broken by most firsts followed by their discarded result. Remaining unbroken ties
will be decided on the last race in which the two boats scored differently (including discarded
races).

Each competitor will present at registration the certificate for his craft. The current receipt for
membership and the buoyancy test endorsement must be current. All boats will be weighed at
registration. All boats and sails are liable to be checked at any time.
